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Sensitive Lakeshore Assessment Project

The Minnesota Department of Natural Resources is working on a project that will help in the identication of “sensitive” areas of lakeshore on lakes across the state.  Sensitive lakeshores are comprised of shorelands, shorelines and the near-shore areas, defined by natural and biological features, that provide unique or critical ecological habitat.
